G.8.R. 1206.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the
proviso to article 309 of the Constituion, the President
hereby makes following rules regulating the method of rec-
ruitment to the posts of Engincers, All India Radio in the
Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, namely:—

1. Short title and commnrencement—(un) These rules may
be called the All India Radio (Class I and Class T Enginecr-
ing Posts)y Recruitment Rules, 1972, .

{b} They shall come into force on the date of their pub-
lication in the Official Gazette.

2. Application.—Thcse rules shall apply for recruitment to
the post specified in column 1 of the Schedule to these rules.

3. Number of posts, classification and scale of pay.—The
gumber and classification of the posts and the.scale of pav
attached thereto shall be as specified in columns 2, 3 and 4
of the said Schedule.

4. Method of recruitment, age limit and quallfications etc.—
The methad of recruitment of the posts, age limit, qualifica-
tions and other matters relating thereto shall be as specified
in columns 5 to 13 of the aforcsaid Schedute:

Provided that the upper age limit prescribed for direct
reeruttment may be relaxed in the case of $cheduicd Castes,
scheduled Trikes and other special categories of persons in
accordance with the orders jssued from timc to time by

the Government of India.

5 Anv person apnointed to the post for which a degree in
" Engincering (or equivalent qualification) is  the minimum

qualification shall, if so required, be liable to serve in any
Defence Service or post connected wilh the Defence of Inda,
for a period of not less than four years including the period
spent on training, if any.

Provided that such person:--

(a) shalt_ not be required to serve as aforesaid afler the
expiry of ten years from the date of appointment;

(b) shall not ordinarily be required to scrve as aforesard
after attaining tho age of forty-five. yems.

6. Disqualifications.—(1) No person,—

(a) who has entered into or contracted a marriago with
a person having a spouse living, or

(b) who, having a spousc lwing, hns entered into or
conlracied o marrlage wiln any person, shail be
ehgible tor appomtruent to any ol the sard posts.
provided thag the Centra] Guvernment may, if saijs-
ficd that such marilage 15 permissible under iho
personal law applicable to such person and  the
othcr party to the marrtage and there are other
grounds for so domg, exempt any person irom the
operation of this rulc. .

{2) No candidate who is called for the interview for Aap-
poinlment against direct recruitment quola undcr age Conw
cession admussible to Government servants, will bo eligible
for appointment, if after subnutting the application he resigns
from Government service either before. or atter the nter-
View.

7. Saving.—Nothing in these rules shall affect reservations
and other concessions recquued to be provided for Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes and other specifled categories
of persons in accordance with the orders issued by the Cen-
tral Government from lime to time in this regard.

&. Relaxation of siandard In certain  cuses.—Candidates
belonging to any of the Scheduled Castes or  Scheduled
Tribes, may, to the extent the number ol vacancies reserved
for them cannot be filled on the basiy of the general stand-
ard, be recommended by the Commission by a relaxed stand-
ard to make up the deflciency in the reserved quota, subiect
ta the fitness of these candidates for selection to the post,
irrespective of their ranks in the order of merit ot the ¢xami-
nation. :

9. Reservation of vacancles for relensed Emergency Comn-
missloned officers.—A pereentage, as prescribed by the Cen-
tral Government fiom time to time, of the permancnl vacan-
cies to be filled through the Competitive Examination con-
ducted by the Commission shall be reserved for maduare
engincers who are commissioned in the Armed Forect om
a temporary basis during an emecrgency, and arc Iater re-
Icased subject to the conditions that—

(i) they would have heen cligible for appointment had
they not joined mililary service; and

(i) they are, at the tim¢ when they are consideied for
appointment, after relcase from military serviee,
physically fit according to ths rules. For the timo
being til such candidates become available for
appointment, the reserved permanent vacancics
shall be filled on a temporary basis.

10. Power to relax.—Where the Contral Government i
of opinion that it is necessary or cxpedient o fo do, it mav,
by order, for reasont to be recorded in writing and n con-
sultation with the Uninn Public Service Commission, relax
any of the provisions of these rules with respect to any class

or category of persons.
